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Reception Baseline Assessment

During the first three weeks of term each child will work with an adult individually and complete the Reception Baseline
Assessment. This is a 20 minute activity based on a set of tasks to assess the children's early communication and language,
maths and literacy skills. This will be carried out in a relaxed way and children will have physical resources to use and explore
during the assessment.

"The purpose of the reception baseline assessment is to provide an on-entry assessment of pupil attainment to be used as a
starting point from which a cohort-level progress measure to the end of key stage 2 (KS2) can be created.” Assessment
